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· Do you want to be prepared to enter the modern healthcare work force?

· Do you want to “work smarter” using information technology tools to deliver safe, effective and efficient patient care?

· Do you want to obtain success-oriented skills and tools to accelerate your career? 
This course will explore the information-system standards, technology and policies that are shaping this century’s healthcare enterprise. The emphasis will be on helping healthcare providers be more confident and effective in the use of modern information technology. The content will focus on helping you understand ways to articulate effectively the technology needs of healthcare providers to ensure that the best information technology tools are available. This course is designed to assist you in developing a clearer understanding of the critical elements of emerging local, regional, and national electronic health records and the impact they can have on healthcare quality, safety and privacy. In depth knowledge of information technology is not a prerequisite but a desire to protect patients and caregivers from being overlooked – or even lost- during the enthusiastic adoption of information and technology tools in the decade ahead is a requirement.

FYI, Dr. Sloane was recently elected to the Board of the US Secretary of Health’s National Healthcare Information Network standards panel, and co-chairs a rapidly-growing International Healthcare Information Integration program.  He will definitely bring current information on these and related projects into the classroom!
